	1
	The point 2.1.1 states that the co-applicant can be an NGO established in Europe and registered to operate in Ethiopia. If the process of registration is ongoing (demonstrable through the fee of the lawyer who is handling the registration process) and most probably it will be accomplished before the hypothetical start of the project, is it possible for the NGO to participate as a co-applicant?
	Co-applicants must satisfy the eligibility criteria set out in section 2.1.1 of the guidelines. Note also that the lead applicant is required to declare on the date of submission of the concept note that co-applicants meet these criteria and are in a position to deliver immediately upon request the required supporting documents. (Please see points v and vi of the Declaration attached to the Concept Note Grant Application Form).

	2
	In the concept note, the five (5) total pages should include also the initial table or it should be considered five (5) pages (2 description + 3 methodology) plus one table page for a total of six (6) pages?
	The Concept Note application form comprises table 1.1.1 PLUS 2 pages (max) for the Description of the Action PLUS 3 pages (max) for the Relevance of the action PLUS the Declaration of the lead applicant.

	3
	According to the guidelines, co-applicants can be “Non-governmental organizations established in European Union or African Union Member States, and registered to operate in Ethiopia.” Can you clarify if Member States of the OECD are also eligible?
	Co-applicants must be NGOs established in the EU or AU member states and registered to operate in Ethiopia. OECD is not stated as an eligibility criterion in this Call. (See 2.1.1 of the guidelines).

	4
	Under the co-applicants section the guidelines say that “Note: Only one non-Ethiopian partner is permitted per application.” Does this apply to co-applicants only, or also to affiliates?
	The requirement doesn't apply to affiliated entities.

	5
	We are registering our NGO to the Ethiopian Agency, and we hope that the process will finalize in the next weeks. We have already implemented an action with your delegation and we would like to participate as a Co-applicant in this call. Is it possible for us to be a co-applicant in the concept note phase even if the registration process is not completed?
	Please refer to the answer given to question 1.

	6
	Does a co-applicant that is not established in Ethiopia have to demonstrate its registration to operate in Ethiopia at the time when the concept note is submitted? Or can the registration be completed at a later date, eg. Upon notification of award?
	Please refer to the answer given to question 1.

	7
	 Co-applicants…. do not necessarily have to be established in Ethiopia, and co-applicants may also include International NGOs based in EU or AU member states that are registered to operate in Ethiopia. How about INGOs established out of EU and AU member states, e.g. in the USA?

	Non-Ethiopian Co-applicants must be NGOs established in the EU or AU member states and registered to operate in Ethiopia. USA-based NGOs are not considered eligible under this Call. (See 2.1.1 of the guidelines).

	8
	Is this call for proposal restricted or not because the Guidelines says "Restricted Final"?
	The word ‘final’ confirms that this is the final version of the documents pertaining to this Call. It is indeed a restricted call, meaning that in the first instance, only concept notes (Part A of the grant application form) must be submitted for evaluation. Thereafter, lead applicants who have been pre​selected will be invited to submit a full application.

	9
	The EID number our organization was given in PADOR is not recognized by the PROSPECT while we try to apply. What should I do?
	As a first step, make sure the correct EID for your organization is inserted. As a second step, contact the IT helpdesk at EuropeAid-IT-support@ec.europa.eu via the online support form in PROSPECT. 

	10
	Can I use the previous application that was draft (but not submitted) and retained in the PROSPECT if I find it relevant to the call?

	If the draft application has been inputted and saved for this specific call, you may proceed from where you let off until the deadline. If the draft application was prepared for any previous calls, you have to insert the information relevant to the new call afresh.  

	11
	In the guidelines, it says contribution in-kind may not be treated as co-financing, yet it mentions that if the description of the action as proposed includes contributions in kind, the contributions have to be made. It is not clear.
	Whilst contributions in-kind are not treated as co-financing, if applicants decide to include in-kind contributions (eg. where they believe they will add value to the proposal) and indicate this in their application, the applicants are obliged to honour any such commitments. They will still not be treated as eligible costs. (Note also the exceptions relating to contributions in-kind from third parties in the form of volunteers’ work under section 2.1.5 of the guidelines.) 

	11
	Is it mandatory for the action to include all the themes under a given lot? Or is it possible, for example to select one or two themes?
	Applicants should select one or two of the themes/thematic areas among those listed in the guidelines (or other relevant areas as the list is non-exhaustive) and ensure that their action is focussed and feasible. 

	12
	The guidelines says “if a proposal can be attributed to more than one lot as a result of diverse activities, applicants should choose the lot that best represents their overall objective.” This is not clear. Does this mean diverse activities are possible, but focus should be made on the specific theme of the given lot?

	It is possible that some actions might appear to be relevant to more than one lot. However, as an application can only be submitted under one specific lot out of the three, the applicant must decide which lot is of most relevance.   

	13
	Our organization have interest to participate on the CSF III call, but we can't get the pamphlets and necessary documents which helps to prepare the concept note. 
And please share us all necessary documents through email (for both individual and consortium applications)

	We have done applications through this portal previously using our Ghana head office. This time round we are applying as a co-applicant with a partner local organisation applying as the lead. We use the Ghana office to run many of our Ethiopian activities through although we also have a registered office in Addis as a branch of a foreign NGO. In applying for this grant, we were wondering if we should set up the Ethiopian office as a separate organisation on the portal or if we can use the Ghana based, regional operating to apply as the foreign co-applicant.
	Co-applicants do not need to be established in the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia. But they have to be non-governmental organizations established in European Union or African Union Member States, and registered to operate in Ethiopia. As such, you are not required to set up the Ethiopian office as a separate organization to apply to the call as foreign co-applicant.

	15
	Is it possible to utilize resources from an existing funder as an acceptable method of co-funding? Can this look like in-kind contribution such as staff time?


	It is possible to utilise resources from an existing funder (other than the general budget of the European Union or the European Development Fund) as co-funding, presuming the existing funder agrees, all other eligibility criteria are met, and the necessary supporting documentation to justify the co-financing can be provided. Note that in kind contributions come from third parties – please refer to Section 2.1.5 of the guidelines.
